Hervey Bay Uniting Church is in need of a new Pastoral Care Co-
Ordinator.

The role of our Pastoral Care Co—-Ordinator is to oversee the pastoral care of our church
members (attending and no longer able to attend services) through our Pastoral Carer
Team.

Our Co-Ordinator will be in regular contact with our Pastoral Carer Team through phone
calls, face-to- face catchup and regular meetings with the Team to discuss concerns or
issues of the Team.

Our Co-Ordinator also provides a report to the Church Council at scheduled meetings
on the activity of the Team or special support that may be needed from the Church
Council to further the Pastoral Care of our church members.

Each member of the Pastoral Care Team has been assigned a number of our church
members, usually close to their residential area, who they are asked to be in touch with
regularly to see how that person is going, call in for a short visit to have a chat and share
a prayer or passage from the Scriptures and to meet with other Carers on a regular basis
for their own spiritual well-being and to discuss any concerns they have about one of
their people.

Please pray about whether you are able to take on this critical position within our con-
gregation.
